silentfor10seconds.Thecallwillautomaticallyberejec-
ted.(SeeVOX Activation/DeactivationonsectionH.)

Reconnection to a paired device:
Youcanreconnecttothelastuseddevice by pressing
theMFB(1)button.Ifyouwanttoreconnecttoanother
paired device, please use its Bluetooth menu.

2) Intercom Mode:

Start an Intercom Conversation:

Long pressthe MFB (1) forabout 3 seconds until 2nd
beepwillbeheard. SHARKTOOTHSHARKwillconnectto
Intercom.Bothheadsetsarenowconnected.Fullduplex
conversations can be made.



End an Intercom Conversation:

OrDoubleShortPresstheMFB(1)toplay/pausemusic
streaming.

Change Music File:

«Long press the Volume Up (3) button for 3 seconds,
music will go to the next music file.
<LongpresstheVolumeDown(4)buttonfor3seconds,
music will go back to the previous music file.

Stop Music Streaming:
PresstheVolumeDown(4)buttonfor5seconds,music
willstopandautomaticallydisconnecttheA2DPconnec-
tion.

Volume Setting:
